further to amend the Provincial Motor Vehicles Ordinance 1965.
Preamble.− Whereas it is expedient further to amend the Provincial Motor Vehicles Ordinance 1965 (W.P. Ordinance XIX of 1965), for the purposes hereinafter appearing;


It is hereby enacted as follows:-

1. Short title, extent and commencement.− (1) This Act may be called the Provincial Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Act 2008.

It extends to the whole of the Punjab.

It shall come into force at once.

Amendment of Section 50 of W.P. Ordinance XIX of 1965.− In the Provincial Motor Vehicles Ordinance, 1965 (W.P. Ordinance XIX of 1965), hereinafter referred to as the said Ordinance, in Section 50, in subsection (1), in para (a), for the words “of rupees eight thousand”, the words and comma “specified in the Thirteenth Schedule,” shall be substituted.

Amendment of Section 53 of W.P. Ordinance XIX of 1965.− In the said Ordinance, in Section 53, in subsection (2), in para (a), for the words “of rupees eight thousand”, the words and comma “specified in the Thirteenth Schedule,” shall be substituted.

Substitution of Thirteenth Schedule to W.P. Ordinance XIX of 1965.− In the said Ordinance, for the existing Thirteenth Schedule, the following shall be substituted:-

N.B.– Maximum compensation payable for more than one injury shall be limited to Rs. 1,00,000.”

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS


There is an inconsistency found in the amount of compensation for death mentioned in sections 50 & 53, and specified in the existing Thirteenth Schedule. It is necessary to amend these sections accordingly.


The existing Thirteenth Schedule was inserted in 1970 and substituted in 1978. After a period of about 27 years, it is very much advisable rather inevitable to revise the amount for compensation in case of death or injury of passengers, particularly in the wake of increasing road accidents.


Hence this Bill.
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
