Preamble.− Whereas it is expedient further to amend the Provincial Motor Vehicles Ordinance 1965 (XIX of 1965), for the purposes hereinafter appearing;


It is hereby enacted as follows:-
1. Short title, extent and commencement.− (1) This Act may be called the Provincial Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Act 2008.

It extends to the whole of the Punjab.

Omission of Section 89-A of Ordinance XIX of 1965.− In the Provincial Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Ordinance, 1965 (XIX of 1965), section 89-A shall be omitted.
STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS


In a country like Pakistan where major part of the year’s seasons remain hot and humidity during which it is very much difficult for people who are the patients of Asthama and Hypertension to continue wearing helmet while they are driving their motor bikes. In 1989, the said provision was imposed by a military dictator to benefit one of his close associates who was involved in the manufacturing and sale of helmets. Majority of doctors of the country have declared the use of helmet during hot and humidity season as most hazardous for the patients of Asthama and Hypertension.

In view of the facts it is strongly prayed that such a dangerous condition, which was imposed by a military dictator, about 19 years ago, may be omitted so that such like patients may have sigh of relief while driving their motor bikes.
