to amend the Provincial Assembly of the Punjab Privileges Act 1972 
(Act II of 1972).
Preamble.– Whereas it is expedient further to amend the Provincial Assembly of the Punjab Privileges Act, 1972.

It is hereby enacted as follows:-

1.
Short title, extent and commencement.– (1) This Act may be called the Provincial Assembly of the Punjab Privileges (Amendment) Act, 2008.

It shall extent to the whole of the Punjab.

It shall come into force at once.

2.
Amendment of Section 17 of Act II of 1972.- In the said Act, in section 17, after the words and comma “Social Welfare Offices,” the expression “Welfare Homes established under the Punjab Vagrancy Ordinance, 1958” be added.
STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS
1.
The members are entitled under the said Act, of 1972 to visit Hospitals, Dispensaries, Health Center, Social Welfare Offices and Educational Institutions etc. falling within their constituencies and forward a report to the concerned minister after such visit so as to improve the arrangements and facilities in the said Institutions for the welfare of the people.
2.
Under the Vagrancy Act, 1958, the Government had established Welfare Homes for the detention, training, employment, maintenance and proper medical treatment of vagrants so that they are rehabilitated to become useful citizens of the country. It is, therefore, a noble cause and the monitoring of Welfare Homes by the Members of the Punjab Assembly and making a report to the government would go a long way for the betterment of the vagrants. Hence this Bill in the public interest.

It would not be out of place to mention that such a Bill was introduced in the Assembly during its last tenure but the then government had undertaken in the Committee to bring this useful legislation itself. Such a legislation has not been brought so far. As such, this matter has been reopened in good faith.
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
