further to amend the Punjab Civil Servants Act, 1974.

Preamble.– Whereas it is expedient further to amend the Punjab Civil Servants Act, 1974 (VIII of 1974) for purposes hereinafter appearing;

It is enacted as follows:-
1.
Short title and commencement.– (1) This Act may be cited as the Punjab Civil Servants  (Amendment) Act 2011.

It shall come into force at once.

Amendment in section 8 of Act VIII of 1974.– In the Punjab Civil Servants Act 1974 (VIII of 1974), in section 8, after sub-section (6), the following sub-section (7) shall be inserted:-

“(7) Notwithstanding anything contained in this section, if a civil servant dies or superannuates after the Provincial Selection Board or, as the case may be, the Departmental Promotion Committee has recommended his promotion to a higher post but before the promotion is approved, the Competent Authority may approve promotion of such a civil servant with effect from the day immediately before the day of his death or superannuation.”
STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS


There are instances where a civil servant has been recommended for promotion by the selection authority (Provincial Selection Board/Departmental Promotion Committee) but promotion could not be actualized due to death or superannuation of the civil servant before notification of his promotion or assumption of charge of the higher post. The Federal Government is extending benefit of promotion to such civil servants in terms of rule 7-A of the Civil Servants (Appointment, Promotion and Transfer) Rules 1973. The Government has also decided to redress the genuine grievances of similarly placed Provincial civil servants. It proposes to amend section 8 of the Punjab Civil Servants Act 1974 in order to achieve the said purpose. Hence this Bill.
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
