Preamble.– Whereas It is expedient to amend the Punjab Employees Efficiency, Discipline and Accountability Act 2006 (XII of 2006) for the purposes hereinafter appearing;

It is enacted as follows:-

Short title and commencement.– (1) This Act may be cited as the Punjab Employees Efficiency, Discipline and Accountability (Amendment) Act 2011.

It shall come into force at once.

Amendment in section 2 of Act XII of 2006.– In the Punjab Employees Efficiency, Discipline and Accountability Act 2006 (XII of 2006), in section 2, in clause (h), for the existing sub-clause (ii), the following shall be substituted:-

“(ii)
in Government service or who is a member of a civil service of the province or who holds a civil post in connection with the affairs of the province or any employee serving in any court or tribunal set up or established by the Government but does not include–

(aa)
a Judge of the Lahore High Court or any court subordinate to that Court or an employee of such courts;

(bb)
an employee of Police; and

(cc)
any other class of employees whom the Government may exempt from the operation of the Act.”
STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Article 112 and 113 of Police Order 2002 stipulates a system of effective punishments for the police force and provides for rule-making power. Comparably, the Punjab Employees Efficiency, Discipline and Accountability Act 2006 does not make adequate provisions pertinent to the special standards of efficiency and discipline required for that force. It is therefore necessary to exclude the members of the police force from the purview of the PEEDA Act 2006 so that they are brought within the ambit of the Police Order 2002 and the rules framed thereunder. An enabling provision of ‘exemption’ has also been proposed in the Bill to cater to such situations in future. Hence this Bill.
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
