Preamble.– Whereas it is expedient to repeal the Settlement Commissioners (Validation of Orders) Act, 1972 (VI of 1972);

It is enacted as follows:-
1.
Short title and commencement.– (1) This Act may be cited as the Settlement Commissioners (Validation of Orders) (Repeal) Act 2011.

It shall come into force at once.
2.
Repeal of Act VI of 1972.– The Settlement Commissioners (Validation of Orders) Act, 1972 (VI of 1972) is hereby repealed.

Notwithstanding the repeal of the Settlement Commissioners (Validation of Orders) Act, 1972 (VI of 1972), any action taken or order made under that Act shall be deemed to have been taken or made under this Act.
STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS


The subject on which this law has been enacted has devolved on the Provinces by virtue of the Constitution (18th Amendment) Act 2010. The Act had achieved its object on its enactment and has since outlived its utility. It is required to be repealed by the Provincial Assembly of the Punjab in terms of clause (6) of Article 270AA of the Constitution. Hence this Bill.
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
